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DCH to Hold Free Venous Screening

Most comprehensive program of its kind to detect venous disease

Lanham, Md.—As part of National Deep Vein Thrombosis Awareness Month, Doctors Community Hospital (8118 Good Luck Road, Lanham) will conduct a free, comprehensive venous screening on March 13 from 3 p.m. to 7 p.m. in the main hospital building, 2nd floor, Vascular Laboratory. Sponsored by the American Venous Forum as part of a nationwide public service program, the screening is an early detection program dedicated to improving vascular health. Diseases of the leg veins kill and cripple thousands of Americans every year.
Doctors Community Hospital is one of more than 50 specialized vascular centers across the country that will perform this unique, non-invasive, painless and risk-free screening program this year. This program will assess the venous health of all participants and detect venous disease by ultrasound exam for venous reflux, examining legs for changes related to venous disease, and a risk assessment for developing a blood clot in the veins. 
The screening will include a medical history, a professional examination of the legs, and an ultrasound scan of the leg veins. Educational materials on venous diseases, prevention and treatment will be distributed to participants at the time of the screening. Each participant is seen by a vascular specialist and will receive a “Venous Report Card” as a record of the findings, to share with his or her own doctor.
