Doctors Community Hospital, a 186-bed acute care medical and surgical hospital in Lanham, Md., is holding a traditional topping-off ceremony to celebrate the successful and safe completion of the steel construction of its new patient tower and emergency department expansion. The ceremony will climax when a crane hoists the final piece of steel into place at the building’s pinnacle. Construction workers will then affix to the steel the U.S. and Maryland flags and an evergreen tree, which carries on the ancient Scandinavian topping-off tradition.

When the building opens after construction, the ceremonious steel beam, signed by hospital staff and community leaders, will remain exposed and visible in the tower’s penthouse suite. The new tower, which will hold 90 private patient rooms and a 17-room expansion to the hospital’s emergency department, is slated for completion in fall 2009.
