Changes to Visitor Policy During Flu Season

· Visiting hours are now restricted to noon to 8 p.m.

· Visitors under the age of 18 will not be permitted in patient care units except for visiting a family member in an end-of-life situation.

· Visitors displaying flu like symptoms will not be allowed to enter patient care units. Symptoms include: runny nose, cough, and/or a fever higher than 100 degrees.

These policies are subject to change as DCH continues to monitor the severity of the flu during the next several months. 
DCH encourages all visitors to cover their nose or mouth with a tissue or inside of their elbow when sneezing or coughing, and wash their hands often, especially when entering and leaving a patient’s room.
