LANHAM, Md.— Doctors Community Hospital and the Greenbelt Lion’s Club in partnership with the American Red Cross will hold a blood drive Thursday, Dec. 29, from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. on the hospital’s campus at 8100 Good Luck Road in the DSE room on the fifth floor of the North Building.

Blood is a precious resource without a substitute. With the life span of blood cells lasting as little as five days for platelets and 42 days for red cells, the American Red Cross depends on healthy members of the community to give blood every day. More than 1,300 blood donations are needed daily to supply the needs of patients in the community. Each blood donation can be separated into components and may help three or more sick or injured people.

“We hardly ever thought about the blood supply till we needed it. Now I want to make up not only for what we used, but also to raise awareness of the need to have the supply maintained so that it is there for anyone who has the need,” said Maryland Delegate Anne Healey, whose son survived a life-threatening illness in part through donated blood.

In order to participate in the blood drive, donors must be at least 17 years old, weigh at least 110 pounds, be in good general health and not have donated blood within the last 56 days. Blood donors must present a form of positive identification such as a driver’s license, blood donor card, or work or school photo ID.
