A multifunctional linear accelerator is a radiation cancer treatment that provides two different types of radiation therapy in one machine, which means a greater number of patients are eligible for treatment by this machine. Additionally, this particular device can provide higher, more targeted doses of radiation to more effectively and aggressively treat cancer, while sparing healthy tissue.
The Doctors Regional Cancer Center is located in DCH’s new professional office building, which opened this summer as part of an ongoing campus improvement project. In addition to the cancer center, the professional office building features a Women’s Health and Breast Center, a 400-car parking garage and physician office space.
